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1. Presentation of the Progress Reports (Laura)

During the first year of NetWoRMs3 several courses took place in Spain (Badalona, Zaragoza,
Albacete and Girona) for nurses and physicians. The Netherlands are developing a case
about Chronic toxic encephalopy. France presented NetWoRM at the PACOH in Benin,
where several French speaking African countries agreed to work with NetWoRM. Spain
presented a poster at the international symposium “Advances in Legal Medicine” in Osaka.
Germany presented NetWoRM at the EPICOH in Costa Rica. A Quality and evaluation plan
was done by Netherlands and Germany. The study on effectiveness of case
implementation was presented by Paul at the ICOH in Cape town.12 CME cases have been
developed so far in the UK. Germany started to develop the first CME cases in German. The
UK is implementing cases in India. Romania presented NetWoRM at the 7" Pan-Hellenic
Congress of Public Health in Athens, Greece and at the Romanian OH Congress for
University of Belgrade. The NetWoRM homepage has been renewed; currently Germany is
working on another update. Additionally CASUS got a new interface. The First ideas for
business plans were handed in by the partners.

2. Next steps for the individual business plans:

Germany: Offers cases for students and CME; works together with IAS for CME and with
universities and VDBW for student cases. Additionally Katja will clarify whether and how
cases could be certified with ECTS credits.

Spain Badalona/Zaragoza: Begofia and Eduard will check whether cases can be certified
with ECTS by their universities. The CME courses are for free, so possible donators must be
found.

UK: Arun would like to fill in gaps in the curriculum with existing cases. Organisations like the
Faculty of Occupational Medicine could pay for the cases that are used in RCP (like CME)

Romania: Florina and Elena will try to contact Romtens again. Romtens is working on an EU
project to provide a learning module for occupational safety. Maybe the NetWoRM cases can
be integrated by obtaining CME credits.

Finland: The FIOH has no official connection to the university. It is not yet clear whether
there is a possibility that the universities can pay the FIOH for the case use.

Netherlands: For the undergraduates Paul will continue to take care of cases. Paul will talk
to the Dutch association of Physicians. But it is not clear whether they can pay anything for
NetWoRM since they want to stay independent.

France: France will also find out about the possibility of accrediting the cases with ECTS. It
is not clear yet whether cases can be used as CME measures.

3. Possible Copy right issues concerning NetWoRM

Two possibilities have been created: 1. Each NetWoRM partner becomes owner of all cases
created after 31.12.09. The partners are able to sell cases, assign licenses for case usage.
2. Merchandising the cases on two different modes: universities pay for student usage of
cases; direct marketing of CME cases (physicians pay) or indirect (IAS pays in Germany)

Germany will sort out the options for the legal form of NetWoRM including copy right issues.
Nevertheless each partner will check the copy right regulation and clearing houses of their
own country.

4. New Casus course manager

Martin explained the course manager of the new CASUS version. A power point presentation
explaining the important features can be downloaded in the wiki area.
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
